Dr. Jacobs was the principal investigator for the National
Institute of Health clinical trial, which led to the FDA approval of
interferon beta-1a (Avonex). Avonex is the most widely
prescribed drug for patients suffering from relapsing MS.  

All proceeds from the race stay right here in Buffalo to
support the team that assisted Dr. Jacobs and is making The
Jacobs Neurological Institute a neurological center of
excellence.
